Please have your staff:

We ask that you provide at
least 2 adults for every 15 children.

¢ Please remember that the Sprayground will also be open to the general public during
the time of your visit so be respectful of their needs.

¢ Avoid bringing valuables. We are not responsible for lost or stolen items.

¢ Weather can change quickly. Be aware of the weather conditions and be prepared to
take cover if thunder or lightning are present in the area.

¢ Feel free to bring sports or game equipment to enjoy in other areas of the park while
visiting.

Sprayground Rules
¢ Warning - Play at your own risk. No lifeguard on duty.
Water shoes are recommended.
Adult supervision required for children under 12.
No pets, bicycles, scooters, food or glass containers.
No running, jumping, or throwing objects.
Clear the area when lightning or thunder are present.
Groups of 10 or more are asked to limit their time to 30 minutes during high use times.
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
